This makes me fed like |
have to hold back in sharing
life with this type of person,
and that’ s sad.

Would you be cm-
fortable having anyone hea
what you say about them
when they're not there? |
know I’'ve got some grow-
ing to do in this areaof my
life, and | bet you do too.

Jesus had commanded the
unclean spirit to come out
of the man. (For many
timesit had seized him; he
was kept under guard and
bound with chains and
shackles, but he would
break the bonds and be
driven by the demon into

the wilds) *Jesus then
asked him,“"What is your
name?” He said, “Legion”;
for many demons had en-
tered him. *They begged
him not to arder them to go
back into the abyss

*Now there on the hill-
side a large herd of swine
was fedling; and the de
mons begged Jesus to let
them enter these. So he gave
them permisson. ®Then the
demons came out of the man
and entered the swine, and
the herd rushed down the
steep bank into the lake and
was drowned.
